Students must notify the Office of Undergraduate Admissions in writing if they do not wish to accept the
offer of admission.

Late applications will be considered on a space available basis.

Admission decisions are made after current semester grades are available.
Return your completed application form to the Office of Undergraduate Admissions.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

Normally, Harpur College accepts matriculated students with at least a 2.8 cumulative Binghamton grade
point average. Applications from other students in good academic standing are reviewed on a case-by-
case basis, and students with less than a 2.8 are urged to improve their GPA before applying.
